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President’s Report

One of the things | wanted to achieve in my year was to make the members feel
good about Rotary and in particular proud of our Club, Templestowe. | wanted to
make it a fulfilling but also a fun experience to come to our meetings and activities.
It was my hope that the members would, at the end of the meeting or whatever, go
home and say that was a great meeting or a fun time or by golly we really achieved
something today and | feel good about that. | hope that the birthday card each
member and partner received helped them feel just a little special and recognised.
At the end of the year when | analyse and weigh it all up, based on the comments
offered to me, | believe the dream has become a reality. | think the Club is a little
more caring today and yes, | think we did sow the seeds of love.

| have attempted to introduce some long term thinking and planning into the Club

with the commissioning of the Fund Raising Strategy study chaired by PE Trevor

Dawson. This will be released and discussed at length at a meeting in July as we
ran out of time. | hope that it will be useful planning for the future.

During the last meeting we conducted a questionnaire on a range of subjects to find
out more about what members think about their club. This will be discussed in detail
at a club meeting early in the new year. The information provided is extremely
valuable and must be digested in detail. However, | can say that 88.9% of members
responding found Rotary to be Good or Excellent, 85% thought the board performed
at 7/10 or better and 74% of the members thought that the President performed a
7/10 or better. | am not disappointed with these results.

We are a strong Club with extraordinary talent. We are so fortunate. But what goes
with this in my opinion is the responsibility to maximise the commitment to the
community in both delivery of service and the fund raising to fund that service. Our
Club should be able to raise more charity dollars than it currently raises. What that
number is, of course, is debatable. Clubs with half our numbers raise three times or
more what we achieve.

But these dollars have got to be raised outside the Club. Our job is to facilitate the
funding, not actually putting our hands into the pockets quite so often. As the
economy tightens it is very important that we make Rotary affordable otherwise we
will loose members. This message is very loud and clear.

It was very rewarding to give the four Paul Harris Fellowships this year. The
members embraced the recognition with extraordinary enthusiasm. On behalf of the
Club | presented the following Paul Harris awards to:

Emotionally, the low for the year was the observance of a minute’s silence whilst we
remembered both the 88 fellow Australians murdered in Bali and the anniversary of
the September 11 atrocities.
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| was greatly moved when, at one of our meetings, we elected to give the proceeds
of the copper pot that one evening to a fellow Rotarian in Queensland who had
massive burns to his body from the Bali bombing, had lost his company and was out
of a job.

Many people in the community would regard ‘community service’ as a hallmark of a
service club — its ability to “develop and implement a range of activities from human
development to community development, from environmental protection to health
awareness.”- as defined in part by Rotary International. RI also recognises that
“every community has different needs; identifying and meeting these needs is one of
the great challenges and joys of being a Rotarian.”

In the year past, your Community Committee has continued to seek these valued
outcomes and on the whole, has delivered against the objectives of the Committee
and Club and in doing so, has met the expectations of the community.

This would not have been achieved without the support of all Club members — for
which the Committee expresses thanks — and the direct involvement of Committee
members — to whom | extend a special thanks for their efforts and support. The
involvement of Committee members - their challenging of practice, their ideas for
projects and the future and their ‘hands-on’ participation - has been most
appreciated.

The Committee held an objective of delivering 12 projects for the year. Of these, 9
were delivered and a remaining three were delayed due to reasons beyond the
control of the Committee. Numerous other ideas have been tabled for future
Committees to explore. Completed projects were delivered within budget and
essentially on time but in addition, the Community Budget also accommodated
numerous low cost, un-budgeted projects.

In the latter part of the year, the Committee facilitated 3 further projects at the
request of the Board utilising surplus Council funding that had previously been
allocated for Finns Reserve. This funding targeted the same outcomes as Finn’'s —
capital in nature, benefiting the local community as a preference and achievable in
the short term.

Specifically, the following was achieved in 2002/2003 — with each project being most
capably ‘championed’ by a member of the Committee:

Community Planting Day —in August, a number of members participated in a
Saturday morning plant-out at Birrarung Park where some 1200 trees were
planted;

Youth Anzac Service - for the thirteenth year, this highly successful project was
once again implemented. Student numbers were down slightly but the 19
schools and 480 students who attended cherished the service and committed to
ongoing participation. The ongoing, generous support from IGA Supermarket
Templestowe is acknowledged,;
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Red Shield Appeal - results of our efforts were not available at the time of
preparation of this report but the coordination and Club support continued at its
high standards;

Odyssey Christmas Party —in a change from previous years, this was fully
funded and organised by the Community Committee and was again, most
successful with assistance provided by many Club members;

Youth Driver Education - thanks to the continuing support from VicRoads and
RACV, this education evening was made available to students of Marcellin
College;

Manningham Youth Eisteddfod - as has occurred in previous years, $300 was
donated to this Eisteddfod which supports up to 800 young musicians in the City;
Christmas Party Extension — this was a new and successful initiative that
allowed a number of visitors to attend and enjoy the Club Christmas Dinner. We
know that the generosity of the Club made Christmas a little more joyous for our
guests;

Library Facilitation - this ‘low cost’ project was completed to a high level of
satisfaction. The project commenced at ‘no cost’ to the Club but the Community
Committee took a decision to provide a CD/cassette player as a ‘talking book’
aid. Many elderly accommodation home residents will think of RTC each time
they open a book or listen to a ‘talking book’;

Diabetes Awareness - this Council funded project had been planned to emulate
previously successful Diabetes programs. Revised expectations of Diabetes
Australia meant that this remained incomplete at the date of preparation of this
report. Efforts continue to redirect funds to a similar, meaningful and community
beneficial program;

Birrarung Pump Project —the Committee maintained a watching brief over this
project that is totally dependent on external funding for its implementation. In
anticipation of some conservation action at the park, the Committee facilitated the
manufacture of fully funded nesting boxes;

Bulleen Special School Playground improvements — utilising funds surplus to
the Clubs needs in Finns Reserve, and as approved by Council as the funding
source, the Committee arranged an allocation of $2,000 to this local school to
meet an important need for improved facilities for children with intellectual
disabilities;

Talking Book Program — expanding on the Library facilitation project, the
Committee will acquire and provide up to 6 CD players to 6 Accommodation
Homes, for further ‘talking book’ opportunities; and,

Mayoress’s Bushfire Fencing Fund Appeal  — utilising the same surplus
Council funds, the Committee donated a sum of $500 to an appeal by the
Mayoress, Mrs Patricia Bruce for a program that she is promoting to assist
farmers in Towong Shire to replace fencing damaged in recent bushfires.
