arranged each year by the Rotary
Club of Templestowe together with
the local Police and RACV will be
held on Tuesday the ®5May at
Templestowe College. Lance Peters
obtained four driving lessons from
the RACV to give away as prizes
and the Community Committee
purchased two Melway Directors
also to give away.
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11.The Salvation Army Red Shield
Appeal this year is on the weekend
of the 22nd and 23rd May. This
project is usually well supported by
our Members each year.

12.District 9810 Literacy Initiatives —
District requested all Clubs in
District 9810 to support this very
important project. The Community
Committee agreed to pay for the
purchase of two kits @ $150.00
each. These kits will be donated to
schools where there are
underprivileged children, migrant
children and adult migrants who
need assistance in learning to read
english.

13.The 14" Schools ANZAC Ceremony
was a great success. We had in
excess of 600 children attend.

We were promised a
detailed report by Christmas 2003, but
nothing has materialised.

Interplast

According to Mr Donald Marshall,
President of Interplast Australia,
Interplast is now 20 years old this year.
Interplast is still performing a highly
significant task throughout the WORLD.
Rotary Australia is justifiably proud of
their achievements to-date. In the last 12
months 20 programs have been
undertaken and a similar number have
been planned for the next year.

reward, visit and talk to our club of their

experiences.

A donation of $8,500 was sent to
Interplast. This donation was accepted
by our own PP Dennis Young, as
District Chairman of Interplast.

Richard Jourdain
New Project - FIJI

It was hoped that instead of simply
raising funds for some other project we
would search for a ‘worthy’ project that
we could identify as OUR OWN.

Fiji was raised as a very needy
community by one of our members when
she first joined the Rotary Club. Marilyn
Fraser had extensive knowledge and
experience first hand of some of the
plight of the Fiji peoples in the Island
Yanucka and in particular, the Voua
Village.

Many different ideas were initially
mooted and discussed. Marilyn returned
to Fiji on a personal holiday and took a
mandate to try and identify a suitable
project. She had various meetings with
The local school and the senior people of
the area and also with The Saratoga
Hospital staff an leaders.

Finally it was decided that the most
pressing requirement was in fact a
reliable Ambulance for the Hospital. The
Saratoga Hospital falls in the Nadroga
Rural Local Authority of Fiji. It is
located on the western side of the Island
Viti Levu. This area represents 2350 sq
km’s and accommodates 57220 people.
The Hospital is about half way between
Nadi & Suva. This represents about a 2,5
hour trip either way by car. Patients have
been transported on thmack of a UTE

in critical condition to reach major
hospitals for critical treatment, which is
not available here.

Major Considerations included.....
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1) Accountability in Fiji. We have
made contacts which appear to be
very creditable.

a) Mrs Coral Kennedy (on the Fiji
Red Cross Board & secretary to
the board of Visitors. (Marilyn

has met on a second visit
personally)

b) Dr Bingwor (at Saratoga
Hospital)

c) We have received a written
submission from DIP Chand
(health  inspecto/Secretary of
Nadroga Rural Local Authority).
The ‘justification/appeal’ was an
8 page letter to The Templetowe
Rotary club explaining the dire
need for an ambulance for the
Hospital and expressing a great
appreciation for our efforts to
attain one on their behalf.

d) We have asked Mr Gregg Wragg
from the Rotary Club of
Hampton (who is a passionate
Fiji supporter) to make contact
with the local Club of Nadi. This
will ensure our efforts are not
wasted. Mr Wragg is currently in
Fiji and has promised to act on
our behalf.

2) We have secured a Toyota Land
cruiser from the Metropolitan
Ambulance Services. Inspection has

shown that the vehicle is in a very
good state of repair. Mileage is
37,500 only and tyres are very good.
The vehicle is equipped with 2
stretchers. Extra bandages, hard hats,
& miscellaneous equipment (surplus
stock) have been added. A
Defibulator (used for ‘hart re-
starting) has been offered as well if
suitable expertise is available at Nadi
to maintain it. This vehicle has been
offered to The Club at a discounted
price of $ 8000. (valued at $ 20 000).
We have been asked to only send a
letter of thanks to Greg Sassella
(chief Executive Officer) and not
publicise the assistance.

3) We have secured a special transport
deal (via Keith Anderson). Cost is
expected to be $ 1000 to ship the
vehicle to Fij>

The International committee are
formally proposing that the Board
Formally adopt the motion to purchase
this vehicle (which | have personally
inspected in South Melbourne) for
$8,000.

The Vocation

Committee embraced this ‘performance’

discipline introduced by President

Trevor Dawson and his Board.

In summary, Objectives established at

the beginning of the year included —

between Vocation and Youth;

2. To undertake at least one, and up to
three'Vocation Visits,

Erin has
just started her final selection
processes and orientation in
May/June 2004. Her Counsellor
is Richard Jourdain who will

oversee her preparation and
departure and provide the
important Club link while she is

away. She will be allocated to a
Country in June/July.

Objectives.

The objective to identify an
additional host family for 2004-
05 was met through Graeme and
Julie-Anne Cobb volunteering to
assist. Their willingness to be
become involved as Host Parents
is gratefully acknowledged.

The target for a 40% level of

participation from Club members
(including host families) in some

sort of hosting of our incoming

student was not quite met — we
fell just short at 38%. However,

in addition to hosting support,

several members were able to
contribute through delivery of

professional services or financial
contribution to alleviate costs for
some needs. The contribution of
all members who assisted is
greatly appreciated. In future, it
is hoped all Club members will

look more closely at their ability

to assist if at all possible. As an
aside, the Entertainment Books
sold through Fund Raising can
help provide discounts for many
activities around Melbourne to

assist with personal budgets!

Expressions of Interest and actual
Candidates interviewed did not
reach the very high targets set.
But the final number seen by the
panel for the 2005 exchange was
five which was well up from the
two interviewed in 2003. It is
also pleasing to note that all three
of the other Applicants deemed
suitable as exchange students by
the selection panel have been
picked up by other Clubs.

A contingency fund of $4000 has
been established to supplement
any worthy future Outgoing
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students who may either not

apply or be unable to undertake
the exchange if selected because
of cost concerns. The Board has
limited annual expenditure from

this pool to $2000 if deemed

necessary and passed by Board
resolution. In addition the Board

has strongly recommended that
future Boards budget $1000 per
year to replenish the fund as
necessary.

Rotary Youth Leadership Award
(RYLA)

The Club again sought and sponsored
two candidates, Lauren Maserow and
Rebecca Beed, for RYLA which was run
by District at a new time of the year
(December rather than July) and under a
new Team. Sadly, the previous highly
regarded activity coordinator and his
team were unable to run another activity
at the re-scheduled dates nominated by
District. Nevertheless, all reports to date
indicate a successful activity and future
RYLA applicants should be sought and
continue to receive Club sponsorship to
attend. Lauren Maserow has already
identified two potential Applicants for
2004. Richard Grant coordinated the
Applications and administration.

Rotary Youth Peer Enrichment
(RYPEN)

Two Templestowe College Year 10
candidates, Megan Bull and Jessica
Sartori, experienced RYPEN and gained
considerable  benefited from the
experience. It is another very worthwhile
Youth development activity although it
is recommended that Schools need to be
mindful of the selection criteria and
ensure Applicants are from the middle
level of capability rather than at their
peak. Richard Grant provided the liaison

with the College and coordinated the
application  procedures and other
administration.

Model United Nations Assembly
(MUNA)

Amy Collins and Tessa Jelley, Year 11
candidates from Templestowe College,
were selected to attend MUNA and were
tasked to represent the Delegation from
the USA. Their designated role was
considerably onerous and, in hindsight,
they would have benefited from more
guidance and preparation. Future
activities will benefit from clearer
guidelines from District. Club assistance
was offered to the Team but it was
requested and delivered a little too late
to be as effective as it could have been.
Nevertheless, Richard Grant was
meticulous as the principal point of
contact for the activity.

Rotaract

Mattew Hood was the Club Liaison
Officer for The Manningham Rotaract
Club. Despite Matthew’s interest and
readiness to contribute, the Club is
experiencing membership difficulties. It
is recommended that we continue to
work with them and the RC of
Manningham to help rectify the situation
in 2004-05 as a priority task.
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National Youth Science Forum (NYSF)

The Club selected an applicant for the
2004 NYSF as a joint nomination with
the RC of Manningham. This is a highly
competitive activity and sadly our Joint
Club nominee was unsuccessful.
Applications have now been received for
Year 11 students Tabatha Wilson from
Templestowe College and Shir-Lene Ooi
from Doncaster Secondary College to be
considered for the 2005 Forum. Action
is underway with the new Committee to
follow up another Joint Application.
Richard Grant provided the liaison with
the Colleges and Manningham.

Adventure in Citizenship

This Canberra Joint Club Project is
designed to provide an experience for up
to two applicants per District with a
week’s exposure to the workings of the
Federal Government in Canberra.
Templestowe College has nominated
Carly Wilkins as a suitable candidate
and her Application has been lodged for
August 2004 scheduled activity.

Other Activities

Sponsorship requests were received and

actioned for two other youth related

activities:
Alpine School. This nine week
residential camp for Year 9 Students
was attended by a team from
Templestowe College. Part of the
syllabus was for them to plan and
conduct a community activity. The
team ran a racial tolerance day at the
School in October and requested
sponsorship to help offset costs -
$500 allocated.

Kokoda Trek. A private trek is

being organized by a teacher from
Templestowe College and includes
13 Year 10-11 students. The party

will traverse the Kokoda Track in

PNG in September 2004. A request
from one of the School participants
was received for Sponsorship to help
with the $4200 individual cost - $500
allocated.

Conclusion

As the Youth related activities are now
well established primarily within the

International and Vocation portfolios, no
additional Director has been nominated
for the Board to continue to oversee
Youth Projects. But it is suggested that
an existing Director is appointed as the
Club’s principal Point of Contact for

dealings with Schools with the caveat
that the relevant Committees still
undertake the actual activity dealings
with specific Schools and keep the
nominated Director advised of their
progress etc.

Youth activities within the RC of
Templestowe are now confirmed within
the following portfolios:

- International.

- YEP
MUNA
Vocation.

- RYLA and RYPEN

- Rotaract and Interact (if need
identified etc)

- NYSF and the Siemens Science
Experience

- Adventure in Citizenship

- Templestowe College Student
and Citizenship Awards

Any Other Activities. Allocated to

International, Vocation or any other
portfolios as directed by the Board
(eg. - arguably the Schools’ ANZAC
Service is a Youth related activity
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and is already well established and
run efficiently from within the
Community portfolio).

Youth activities represent a significant
percentage of the Club’s budget and
effort. Expenditure on all Youth related
projects this year (including the Schools’
annual ANZAC Day Service run under
Community) represented about 18.5% of
all funds raised in 2004-2005. Although
sometimes intangible in their outcomes
and benefits, they often make a deep and
lasting impression on those involved -
both as candidates and for all Rotarians
closely associated with management and
involvement.

It is strongly recommended that such
activities continue to receive high

ongoing levels of support. If possible,

this support should also be expanded in
terms of both how many and who can
participate as well as the actual range of
activities undertaken. The recipients of
such support can only benefit through
the greater Community and International
participation and understanding inherent
in all the activities.
